COMMENTS FROM ORCHIDBABIES NEWSLETTER

If you purchase a plant that has sphagnum moss for its media, realize that this is only a temporary
mix that is used to increase humidity. However, it is not good for a permanent culture. After blooming
then, cut off the stem just above the leaves, and repot your Paph into your normally preferred mix - which
ideally would be a bark type which would give the roots the vital aeration they require. The new
growth should soon form, and will carry next year's bloom. In fact, it may have started already, and the
old flower will die off gradually. Paphs enjoy being root-bound, so when the old mix has been removed
and you have, at the same time, removed any dead, soft roots, you will find that the old pot once

cleaned, will be the perfect size to reuse again for the next 12 months!

LATEST ON PHRAG. KOVACHII BREEDING

The photo on the left shows the size of a typical Phrag. kovachii bloom.
Can an orchid flower ever be too big? | think we are approaching that
limit.

The orange flower (see photo on the right) is Phrag. besseae (‘Peru 4n’ x
‘Ecuador 4n’) from H.P. Norton. This is a mature plant and the flower
measures between 10 and 11cm. This Phrag. besseae was crossed with a
Phrag. kovachii clone to produce the flower in the next photograph below it.
This is a first time blooming seedling and the flower width is 11 cm. and the
flower is still opening. As the plant matures, the flower will get larger. HP
Norton is disappointed with the color result as it lacks the color intensity of
Phrag. besseae and the purple from Phrag. kovachii. He has other
seedlings ready to bloom and anything can happen. You decide if you like
what you see.

Why LIGHT?
Plants use light as a source of energy (photosynthesis) and to control many life processes including
vegetative growth and flowering.

Quantity of LIGHT

Plants need light to grow. Most orchids need bright diffuse light but the quantity needed will vary with the
kind of orchid. Too much light will burn leaves or retard growth whereas too little will not support growth
and flowers may be affected. Too much light may heat the leaf tissue or cause the foliage to become
uncharacteristically red. Low light Paphiopedilums, medium light Phalaenopsis and high Light Vandas
can be grown together by placing the plants at differing distances from the light source. Ensure that you
vary the day length exposure over the year. Twelve hours continual darkness in winter and 8 hours
continual darkness in summer is a reasonable goal.

Quality of LIGHT?

Plants need a complete light spectrum such as sunlight which is composed of different colours/wave
lengths. Blue light is especially important to keep a plant compact and red light, to sense the light and
dark periods. A day length signal is perceived by a receptor system found in the foliage. The signal is in
the red-far red light range. Moonlight has no effect but incandescent street light, security lights or even a
short bout of flashlight every night can disrupt the sensing mechanism.

Various parts of the spectrum are used by a plant for photosynthesis. Sunlight is best but if this is not
possible, artificial light can suffice. Cool white fluorescent tubes lack red light whereas tubes designed to
illuminate plants will have some red light. Always look for a balanced light source.

LIGHT sources?

Sunlight is the cheapest but we can supplement sunlight with artificial light ranging from fluorescent
tubes to high pressure sodium or high intensity metal halide lamps. Consider electrical and safety
requirements including ground fault protection and how to use or vent heat produced by lamp ballasts.
Too much heat can be a challenge as fans needed to remove hot air will also dry the growing area.
However, ballast heat can help supplement house heating in winter.

Brassada Orange Delight
is an inter-generic hybrid and has the “spider” flower look to it which is
a characteristic of Brassia flowers. Brilliant sprays of orange flowers
make this a unique orchid. These types of inter-generic pseudobulb
plants are great for beginner or experienced orchid growers. Easy to
grow and re-bloom!

This popular orchid is
also known by the
nickname Cockleshell or
Clamshell Orchid
because of the
resemblance of the
shape of the lip and the
lines on it to a
clamshell. This is a
very rewarding plant
which will bloom for
several months (from
September through
May) with two to four
flowers open at a time
sequentially.
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
